Arrival & Check-in 
· All Units will offload gear at the parking lot 
· NO vehicles in campsites.
· Scouts & leaders will backpack all of their personal gear needed for the weekend to their designated campsite
· The staff will direct you to your camping site. 
· If you have special needs, please make arrangements with Camporee Advisers. 
· The UNIT should check-in when ALL members are present.
· Sign up for target sports time slot in advance. First come, first serve after registration is completed.
· Sign up for totin chip and fire -n- chit times on Friday evening while patrol is checking in.
· Cars and Trailers will park in designated areas.
Registration check-in – Please have these prepared to hand in at registration check in before coming up to the table. 
As a Unit – 
· Unit Medical forms Parts A, B1/B2 printed out and signed by parent for all participants. Given to Camporee Medic at Headquarters 
· Patrol Roster with all Scouts listed for each Patrol (see appendix) 
· Adult Roster with all registered Leaders (see appendix)
· 1 Copy of target and range sport permission form for each scout. (see appendix)
Campsites: 
· Each Patrol will receive their campsite assignment at registration. 
· NO open fires are permitted in campsites.
· Stoves or Charcoal grills are permitted in accordance with Scouting America Safety Guidelines 
· Dishwashing and the cleaning of pots and pans MUST be done in your campsite.
· Faucets near the bathrooms are for washing hands ONLY (NO dumping in the sink or cleaning dishes)
· Scouts should follow the principles of “LEAVE NO TRACE” 
· Bring your own garbage bags and take waste home with you. 
· Campsites suggestions:
· No flames in tent
· Camp gadget(s) i.e. wash basins, garbage receptacle 
· Entry / Gate way
· Flags
· Meal plan, duty roster posted
· First aid kit
· Proper camp layout
First Aid: 
· First Aid is available at the Medical Tent located at Camporee Headquarters. 
· Only go to the medic if you or another troop member can’t treat the injury.
· Troop first aid kit
· Your Medical Forms will be with the Medical Staff in case of an emergency! 
· Everyone should carry and drink water, wear a hat, and wear sunscreen. 
· There are ticks, snakes, and poison oak in the area. Stay in designated areas and check for ticks frequently. 


Uniform: 
· Field Uniform (Class A) is required for: 
· Friday Night Registration 
· Saturday Morning Flags
· Sunday Morning Flags
· Interfaith Service 
· Camporee Closing Ceremony. 
· Non-Scout-related and/or inappropriate clothing is not permitted.

Conduct: 
· Everyone is expected to conduct themselves in a Scout-like manner, living the Scout Oath & Law. Follow the Outdoor Code & Principles of Leave No Trace. 
· Stay within camp boundaries 
· Keep bathrooms clean 
· Trash should be in personal trash bags and brought home with you 
· Respect others and be quiet after TAPS 
· INAPPROPRIATE LANGUAGE WILL NOT BE TOLERATED.
