The First Aid team consisting of a Registered Nurse will be onsite through the duration 

of the event at the Medical Tent located at HQ and/or reachable by radio. The HQ will 

have a list of all emergency contact information. 

 

Communications- 

 

Firestone will be providing two (2) Emergency Radios to HQ and the rifle range.  2-Way 

communications portable radios will be distributed between staff members with 

designated shirts. 

 

Food Services for Staff- 

 

Staff cooking team will have food services certification (Save-Serv) for staff kitchen 

area.  All cold food storage will be clearly designated with signage. 

 

Range and Target Activities- 

 

Facilities set up and staffing are coordinated with Firestone Range and Target activities 

and safety coordinator (Mr. Greenfield). 

 

The Range Safety Officer (RSO) is Mr. Jason Seltzer 

 

Bathroom Facilities- 

 

Portable and Permanent facilities will exceed minimum NCAP requirements.  There will 

be two permanent, nine portable, and one ADA portable facilities. 

 

Water Supplies 

 

Drainage buckets will be placed at each water source.  Grey Water disposal locations 

will be clearly designated. 

 

Day Only Volunteers-  

 

Anyone who will be coming to help for the day only.  We recommend that you 

coordinate with your host troop or provide your own personal meals.  Food will not be 

provided to Day Only Volunteers. 

 

 

 



Buddy System and Two Year (24 Month) Rule –  

 

Scouts must always have a buddy at all times and the two years (=<24 months between 

birthdays) will be strictly enforced.  Unit leadership and staff will be required to enforce 

BSA policy in this regard. 

 

DANGER AREAS- 

 

Any areas marked with Do Not Enter…, Do Not Trespass, Danger Wildlife, etc. will 

strictly enforced.   

 

Loose soil or uneven surfaces may be present, be prepared.

Patrols will be organized in two categories:

            50% of the patrol is under First Class. 

2.)  Advanced Scouts 

            50% of the patrol is over First Class.

Gateway Competition 

-Theme is Deep Blue – Exploring the Ocean  

-Must be Scout constructed. 

-Two categories 

1. Under 24 Poles used in construction (a pole is 8 ft max) 
2. Over 24 Poles used in construction (a pole is 8 ft max) 

-No bolts, Screws, or power tools are allowed. 

-Feel free to decorate the gateway appropriately. (With Scout Spirit and Respectfulness in mind) 

-Can not be tall enough to require a ladder. 

-Must be built and completed between Friday Registration and Flags on Saturday. (Respecting 

Friday Lights out)

-Sailfish, Marlin, Swordfish - Top three overall patrols

CAMPSITE INFORMATION- It is the Unit Leader’s responsibility to ensure all 

member of your unit are aware of the Camp Rules. 

 

General Camp Rules- failure to follow will result in loss of points for troops/patrols 

-Lights out at 10:00PM   

-Patrols must display a Camporee Schedule, a Patrol Duty Roster, full Fire Prevention 

capability, and an adequately supplied First Aid kit in their campsites. 

-No open fires. Propane cooking is permitted. 

-All portable toilets and water spigots must be maintained in a clean and sanitary 

condition. No wastewater can be dumped in or around the campsites. 

-No washing of hands, brushing teeth, washing of dishes, or clothing is permitted at the 

water spigots. 

 -Dumpsters will not be provided for trash to keep costs down.  Please plan to take your 

trash out. 

 -Fixed blades, swords or sheathed knives are prohibited.  

 -All Camporee participants should conduct themselves according to the Scout Oath   

and Law. 

 -Restrooms: Each individual is responsible for leaving the KYBOs clean and usable.   

 Please respect the KYBOs are assigned for specific uses such as females or handicap.    

 Individuals violating this rule will be asked to leave the Camp.  

 

-First Aid: First Aid Station will be at headquarters to handle major first aid emergencies.  

 

-Emergency Preparedness and Evacuation Plans: In case of emergency all units will 

meet at the flagpole to account for everyone and receive further instructions.
