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Wood Badge leadership training was originally
presented by Lord Baden-Powell for Scouters
throughout the world. It completes Scouting’s Basic
Leadership Training program for all levels of Scouting
and consists of two parts.

Part 1:

LEARNING & PRACTICAL TRAINING (5 DAYS)

e  First 3 days of leadership instruction are held
either indoors or outdoors.

e Final 2 days are an outdoor experience.

e Interim Patrol meeting(s) will be held as planned
by patrol members.

e Attendance at all 5 days is required to complete
the course.

Costs and
Equipment

Registration fee: Now until September 14, 2026,
$200.00. After September 14, 2026, $275.00. All
course fees are paid in full at time of registration.
The course fee covers the cost of training materials,
food for session 1, insurance, t-shirt, hat, and course
patch. Items to bring are your own personal gear,
official Scout uniform and clothing. A detailed
packing list will be provided prior to the course.
Meals for session 2 (lunch day 4 through breakfast
day 5), will be prepared by each patrol.

Each Wood Badge course is limited to 48
participants.

Wood Badge consists of five days of on-site

training (session 1 is 3 days, session 2 is 2 days).
Session 1 begins on Friday. Session 2 begins on
Saturday. Each session begins at approximately 7:30
AM and ends at approximately 5 p.m. on Sunday. It
is mandatory to attend the course in its entirety, all
hours and days, to complete the Wood Badge
leadership training.
