Klondike Derby Events

Below are the events that we will be running for the Klondike Derby on January 30-February 1,
2026 at J.N. Webster Scout Reservation. We are placing an emphasis on great Scout Skills &
Leadership. Many events are timed but the skill must be completed correctly before the timer
will stop!!

1. Melting the Ice —-Host: Troop 13 - Location: Outdoor Adventure/Smokey Flats Area -
Timed Fire Building race. Gather your wood, build a fire as fast as possible to melt an Ice
Block in a pot. We will supply three matches per Patrol. So make them count!! Patrols

should bring Scout approved fire starter, tinder/tools to start the fire. See Scout
Handbook. No fuels — Please see the Guide to Safe Scouting for information. Timed
Event.

2. First Aid — Host: Troop 7 - Location: Handicraft Pavilion — A Scout in your patrol is injured

while camping, you must assess and treat the Scout. Scout must then be carried to
safety.
3. Backpack Survival — Host: Troop 33 - Location: First Class Path Area - Patrol must

evaluate the campsite for “bad” items and campsite mistakes!!
4. Friction Bridge — Host: Troop 36 - Location: Fishing Pavilion near Dam area - Assemble a

friction bridge and have your Patrol cross bridge. All materials will be supplied.
5. Log Pull/Pass —Host: Troop 8 - Location: At Old Health Lodge - Your patrol will have to

pass a log overhead over a course and then tie the correct knots to drag the log a
distance across the finish line. This will be a relay race timed event. All members of the
patrol must participate. Station points will be based on knot tying accuracy, teamwork,
time, and scout spirit.

6. Shelter Building — Location: Behind Parking Lot Bathrooms - With a tarp and a rope you

will need to assemble an emergency shelter that all members of your Patrol can get into.
7. Kim’s Game — Host: Troop 2 - Location: Perry Center Lower Patio area -

Memory/Teamwork Game!!
8. Tarp Turn’in — Location: Porch of Old Office (White Building) - This event will require

great teamwork and leadership.
9. Rescue!—Location: By old Bike Shed - Each member of your Patrol will toss a safety line
to a marker. Your Patrol score will be an average of all Patrol Members throws.

4:00 PM Sled Race — Location: Parade Field - Road Course Sled Race!! Timed Event. To
be held at 4:00 PM — One sled at a time!!l
