To ensure that Rodney is a safe place for all to enjoy, the following terms must be agreed to for a Scout or 
adult leader to be permitted to use a bicycle while at camp. This form must always be in possession of the 
rider. The band must always be affixed to the bicycle. I understand and agree to the following: 

- Bicycles at camp are a privilege and not a right. 
- A properly fitted and buckled bicycle helmet must always be worn while riding a bicycle. 
- Bicycles are only allowed between Monday morning and 5pm Friday. 
- Riding is allowed on camp roads, but not trails. 
- Riding is not allowed in campsites, program areas, or activity fields. 
- Riding on trails is only allowed as a part of a supervised camp program. 
- Riding after dinner requires properly equipped front and back lights. 
- Riding must be at a safe speed appropriate for the terrain, and others around me. 
- Walkers have the right-of-way, and I will warn them when approaching. Always pass on their left.  
- It is my responsibility to keep my bicycle in a safe place. 
- Bicycles will be parked in the designated bike areas only. 
- Bicycles will be kept out of the roadway and off the trails when parking it near a program area.  
- Scouts participating in the Brownsea program should not bring bicycles to camp. 

I understand that if I violate any of these terms, my riding privileges will be revoked.
