An Advanced Scouting Program complete with adrenaline pumping programs for Scouts that like to get fast, high, 
and strong.

AQUATICS
Home to the Phillip Star Waterfront that sits on our 2,352 acre Lake Norris and the Brown and Brown Aquatics 
Center home to 2 swimming pools that features a 70 ft water slide and 12 ft deep well, and sand-pit volleyball court.

ECOLOGY
The Kenn Drupiewski Ecology Lodge is our home base to the southern edge of the Ocala National Forest.
