· Tiger rank and higher: Must use Official Cub Scout Pinewood Derby Car Kit #17006
→ Original wood block required. No substitutions.
· Lion scouts: May use Pre-Cut Wedge #614417 with official Scouting America wheels & axles.
· Replacement wheels/axles must be official Scouting America parts only.
· Pre-built or third-party completed cars are not allowed.
· Previous years cars or reused parts are not permitted - every race is a new level!
👷 Scout Participation - Your Scout is the Builder!
· Cars must be built by the Scout with age-appropriate adult support.
🔍 Inspection & Registration - Pass the Tech Check!
· All cars must pass Official Race Committee inspection.
· Inspectors may disqualify any non-compliant car.
· Scouts are expected to follow rules and present a legal car on their honor.

📦 Car Handling - Into the Race Queue
· After check-in, all cars remain with race officials until racing is complete.

🛠️ Repairs - Pit Stop Rules
· Allowed only for race damage.
· Repairs must be completed by the Scout with adult assistance if needed.
· Repairs occur at the repair table with a race official present.

🚧 Pit Area - Authorized Racers Only
· Race officials only in the pit area.
⏱️ Racing Method - Time Trial Mode
· Winners determined by total recorded time.
· Each car races once in every lane.
· Racing occurs within Scout ranks.

📏 DIMENSIONS - STAY IN YOUR LANE
· Max Width: 2¾ inches
· Max Length: 7 inches
· Min Bottom Clearance: 3/8 inch
⚖️ WEIGHT - POWER LEVEL LIMIT
· Max Weight: 5 ounces
· Weight must be securely attached.
· Decorative elements allowed within limits.
· Official race scale determines final weight.
🛞 WHEELS & AXLES - NO MODS, NO SHORTCUTS!
· Official Scouting America wheels & axles only.
· All 4 wheels must rest flat on the track.
· Wheels may NOT be:
· shaved
· shaped
· grooved
· coated
· marked
· rounded or pointed
· Axles must use pre-drilled slots and remain visible.
· Wheels and axles must be fully visible for inspection.
· No bearings, bushings, washers, springs, or suspension.
· Modified or un-inspectable wheels = disqualification.
LUBRICATION - APPROVED BOOST ONLY
· Dry powdered graphite only (gray or white).
· No reapplication during racing.
· Cars must complete all races with original lubrication.
🧱 CONSTRUCTION & SAFETY - BUILD SOLID
· Free-wheeling cars only - no starting devices.
· No loose parts permitted.
· Cars shedding parts and causing damage will be disqualified.
