Campers will be shuttled along with their gear from remote parking to the
quarries. There will be more camping areas in 2025 with sites that are 50%
larger. Plan on camping Jamboree-style with smaller tents next to one
another. Sites for a Unit of 30 will be 30' x 50', please plan accordingly. All
camping reservations need to be made before August 25, 2025 or while
space is available. Sites will be assigned on a first registered basis.
