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What is Webelos Woods?

Who can attend?

It is designed for both Webelos and Arrow of
Lights. (Scouts of whom are crossing over to the
troop level in the year 2024-2026). The program
has been adapted to help fulfill the requirements
for both levels of the Webelos and Arrow of Light
rank. This is turn has made our event have a two-
year program.

Each youth Scout should be accompanied by an
adult, but it is possible for a den to attend as a
group with a minimum of two adults. With the
ratio of 1 adult per 4 youth Scouts.
