District Award of Merit 
The Award of Merit is a council award presented by districts and is available to any registered Scouter who renders service of an outstanding nature on the district level. The award is presented annually on the basis of one award for each 25 units. 
REQUIREMENTS: 
1. A nominee must be a registered Scouter.  2. A nominee must have rendered noteworthy service to youth in Scouting, outside of Scouting or both. Note: The nature and value of "noteworthy service to youth" may consist of a single plan or decisions that contributed vitally to the lives of large numbers of youth or it may have been given to a small group over an extended period of time.  3. Consideration must be given to the nominee's Scouting position and the corresponding opportunity to render outstanding service beyond the expectations of that Scouting position.  4. The nominee's attitude toward and cooperation with the district and/or council is to be taken into consideration.  5. Nominations cannot be considered for posthumous awards. 
Council Patch 
The Council Patch award was begun in 1952 by Louis Rastetter, a past council president for the purpose of recognizing "outstanding volunteer Scouters". This award is similar to the District Award of Merit. Normally 1 award is presented for every 10 units in the district. 
REQUIREMENTS: 
1. The nominee must be a registered Scouter of Scouting. 2. The nominee must have given significant service to the youth of the district or unit. 3. The nominee must have some tenure in Scouting. 
4. The nominee must have participated if possible in training, program operations, civic leadership in the community, set the example for youth, and related criteria. 
Chief Pokagon Award 
The Chief Pokagon Award is presented by the Pokagon District Chairman annually to a Scouter who has given significant service to the district. Although there is no recognized requirements for this award, the award is normally presented to the Scouter who has promoted Scouting on the district level and touched the lives of many Scouts and Scouters. 
 Link Award 
The Link Award is annually presented to an "Outstanding Scouting Coordinator", chosen by the appointed committee on awards. The responsibility of the Scouting Coordinator is to serve as a link between the unit to the chartered partner of the unit. This award recognizes those Scouters who have given significant time and energy by directly promoting Scouting in the unit and the chartered partner. 
Bridgebuilder Award 
The Bridgebuilder Award is presented to the Scouter who has promoted Scouting in the community. The award is chosen by the Pokagon District Executive and presented annually to the Scouter who has promoted Scouting outside their unit to the community and as a result of this has educated and informed the community about Scouting and generally this results in the growth of Scouting in the community. 
Pewter Skunk Award 
The Pewter Skunk Award is presented annually by the district to Scouters who have given significantly to the training of Pokagon District Scouts and Scouters. The candidates are chosen by the district committee on awards. 
Outstanding Commissioner Award 
Any registered commissioner who is providing direct unit service is eligible to be nominated. Consideration should be given to commissioners who have worked together with professional Scouters working together focusing on unit retention. 
DenLeader/Cubmaster/Scoutmaster/Crew Advisor/ Skipper/Rookie of the year 
Any registered Individual, who has provided top notch programming and services to their unit in the past year. These nominations will preferably come from parents or fellow unit members who feel this individual has gone above and beyond in serving the youth in their unit. 
Spouse of the Year 
We all know that many who have a spouse who is not registered with the BSA, but still supports our leaders in more ways than they can count. This award is for someone who is not a registered leader, but who often gives selflessly of themselves and supports the registered leader in his/her scouting endeavors without complaint. 
Spirit of Scouting Award 
While there are no specific “requirements” for this award, it is intended to honor those we know who fully embody the spirit of Scouting. This would be the person who everyone associates with scouting, they truly live the scout oath and law int her in every day life.
