When confirming participants, please list Scouts who have already committed to attending camp. It is much easier to add Scouts later than to remove them. Please note that adjusting your numbers may impact campsite assignments if your unit is using more than one campsite.

• $450 Early Bird / $470 Regular — In-Council
$470 Early Bird/ $490 Regular- Out-of-Council
Campsite-Based Discounts
• Units camping in Denali or Yosemite will receive an $85 per participant discount for campsite cooking
• Units bringing their own tents and camping in Glacier, Teton, Acadia, or Shenandoah will receive a $15 per participant discount, as council tents are not provided

• $240 — Full Week

CAMPERSHIPS — NOW LIVE
 
Camperships provide supplemental funding for registered, IN-Council Scouts attending summer camp whose families are unable to pay the full cost.
 
• Funding may cover up to 50% of the early bird camp fee
• Early submission is encouraged
• First review begins after March 1
• A second review will occur in April if funds remain available
 
🩺 HEALTH & MEDICAL FORMS
 
We utilize the Scouting America Annual Health and Medical Record.
 
• Parts A, B, and C are required for all youth and adults
• Required regardless of how many nights you stay at camp
• Health forms from other organizations cannot be accepted
 
👥 ADULT LEADER REQUIREMENTS
 
• Each troop must have at least two adult leaders (21+) in camp at all times
• After the two-leader requirement is met, the adult-to-youth ratio is 1:8
