In both sketches, show
the North Star and the horizon. Record the date and time each sketch was made.

(d) Explain what we see when we look at the Milky Way.

5(b) Using the Internet (with your parent or guardian's permission) and other
resources, find out when each of the five most visible planets that you identified in
requirement 5a will be observable in the evening sky during the next 12 months, then
compile this information in the form of a chart or table.

6(b) Sketch the phase and position of the Moon, at the same hour and place, for four
nights (or days) within a one-week period by direct observation. Include landmarks on
the horizon such as hills, trees, and buildings. Explain the changes you observe.

9. Do ONE of the following:

(a) Identify three career opportunities that would use skills and knowledge in
astronomy. Pick one and research the training, education, certification requirements,
experience, and expenses associated with entering the field. Research the prospects
for employment, starting salary, advancement opportunities and career goals
associated with this career.
