It can be either lovely 
or a rainy, cold mess.  Be Prepared! Think 
Trappers’ Rendezvous conditions, but still 
bring short sleeves, just in case. If you are 
attending as an individual, please make sure 
you bring your own tent and other camping 
supplies. The Scout Field Uniform is not 
required; however, wearing them to and from 
the event is always a good practice.

• Regular Registration $45 between

• Late Registration $55 between 
October 22nd and October 28th 
(through the Monday prior to event) 

• Minions Registration $25 (requires 4 
hours of event service; capped at 25 
minions (committee + 15 volunteers) 

• All event fees are due by October 28th, 
no exceptions.  NO late registrations 
(after October 28) or day of event 
registrations will be accepted.

Every unit and individual registrant must bring 
their own water for in their campsites. For 
2023, Chautauqua County was in a Stage 3
