	When & 	Friday-Sunday, 16-18 October
	Where? 	Greenbush -I n order to use Greenbush property, we have to do an hour or two of service clearing trails.  Gloves and lopers are recommended.
Supervision? 	All units must have two-deep leadership in accordance with Youth Protection Guidelines, and all registered leaders must have completed NEW Youth Protection Training. AOLs must have appropriate unit leadership. To ensure that our instructors have the best possible ratio when working with Scouts, we are asking units to submit the name of at least one volunteer that is willing to assist with the facilitation of on-site programming. 
Cost? 	Pre-registration Fee is $20 per person. nonparticipant adult Fees are $5. A non-participant is a scouter that just watches. Registrations after Sept 18 will be $35 per person. The registration fee includes program materials and a patch for all participants. Last day to register online Sept 25.
Food?   All unit participants are responsible for providing their own meals. Dinner Saturday will be a potluck. Under the shelter at 6pm.
Refunds?     Refunds are not available, but fees may be transferred to another Scout or Adult under the same registration number.
