All race participants must pre-register with the
Council Service Center on or before Friday, April 3, 2026

All registered Central Highlands District Cub & Webelos Scouts are invited to race.

Family Members are invited to race in the District Open Race.

All racers must comply with the Council Pinewood Derby Rules for 2026.

Awards will be presented to the three fastest race cars in each Cub Scout grade group.

The 8 fastest cars of the day will compete in a final round bracket race for the District trophy.

RACE GUIDELINES

Section Ill. Who can race

A. Eligible Racers are Lions, Tiger, Wolf, Bear and Webelos Scouts. Substitute Racers are not permitted to race.
B. Racers must pre-register with the Council Service Center to participate.

C. Racers not pre-registered prior to race day may be disqualified from competition.

D. Racers who are disqualified from competition will be allowed to race but will be ineligible for the awards.

Section IV. Registration and Inspection

A. Al cars will be checked for construction compliance prior to the race. Devices will be used to check the length,
height, width, wheel base and compliance with the track’s starting system.

All cars will be weighed on the same scale and the car’s weight shall not exceed 5 ounces (141.75 gm)

All cars shall be assigned a race number after the inspection process at the registration table and issued a Pit Pass.

All cars will then become the responsibility of the Pit Foreman and will not be handled until the Cub Scout is allowed
Into the pit area for lubrication prior to the race heat.

Cars found to be not in compliance with the Council’s Pinewood Derby rules at any time will be disqualified from
competition but allowed to race.

Section V. The Race

A. The racer and an adult will be allowed into the pit area prior to the race heat. Lubrication will be done at that time with
the help of an adult under the direction and in the sight of the Pit Forman.

B. Only the racer will be allowed into the race track area during the race. All Cub Scouts must report to the Gate Keeper
before entering or leaving the track area.

C. All heats will be electronically timed. Each car will race once on each lane of the track for a total of three heats.
The three heat times will be combined for a total run time.

D. The Race Secretary’s decision will be FINAL on any race heat.
