Q. Does a parent have to come with their Cub? 
All Tiger Cubs, Lion Cubs, and sibling tagalongs not registered in Cub Scouts must have a parent present to participate. 

All other ranks of Cub Scouts may attend without parents if they attend with their Cub Scout Pack. Packs attending camp 
that include a Cub without a parent need at minimum two BSA registered adult leaders aged 21+. They must also meet a 
youth-to-adult ratio of two adults to a maximum of eight youths and one additional adult for each four additional youth (or 
part thereof). 

Families who do not attend with their pack will have camp-coordinated two-deep leadership for the duration of the 
program. 

In all cases, we recommend that parents attend camp with their Cub Scouts, even if it’s not required. 

The following are all acceptable examples for minimum adult supervision: 

Youth  Adults 
1 Cub Scout : 1 parent 

3 Cub Scouts : 2 parents (all Cub parents present) 
3 Cub Scouts : 2 registered pack leaders 

10 Cub Scouts and 1 sibling : 2 registered pack leaders and 1 parent of sibling 
25 Cub Scouts and 5 siblings : 4 registered pack leaders (all sibling parents present) 

Q. What is the timeline for registration and payments?  

For all sessions, a $50 per-person deposit is required to reserve your spot. Full payment is due two weeks in advance of your 
session. To take advantage of the early-bird discount, the $50 deposit must be paid by June 1st. 

Q. Where is Broad Creek?  
Broad Creek is in northern Harford County in Whiteford, Maryland, approximately one hour north of the City of Baltimore.  
The camp address is Broad Creek Memorial Scout Reservation, 1929 Susquehanna Hall Road, Whiteford, MD  21160.
