PreCamp Swim Tests
INSTRUCTIONS
[bookmark: _GoBack]Corps 5 of the Mahican District is pleased to offer Pre-Camp BSA Swim Tests for Scouts BSA and Crews that will be attending Scout Camps this Summer.  All tests are done by “Advance Registration” through the Black Pug Registration System and will only be conducted on a Unit Basis.  Testing dates will on Wednesdays, May 13, 20 and 27, between 7:00 pm and 8:30 pm.  All sessions are at Annapolis High School.  NO WALK-INS, EMAIL OR TELEPHONE RESERVATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED. 
NO SWIMMING/STROKE IMPROVEMENT COACHING OR INSTRUCTING WILL BE OFFERED DURING THESE SESSIONS.  
ONLY THE BSA SWIM TEST WILL BE ADMINISTERED.

1a.  Units will register for a date or dates.  The check-in process (paperwork, locker room time and test instructions) will take approximately 20 minutes per Unit if you are prepared; please allow for this.  We expect to run 4 tests approximately every 5 minutes.  (If you show up to be tested in the last ½ hour of the session, it is possible all or some of your Unit will not be tested due to time constrains)  NO TESTS WILL BE ADMINISTERED UNTIL ALL UNIT PAPERWORK IS COMPLETED AND APPROVED BY STAFF.

2.  The site will open at 6:15 pm for check-in; swim tests will start at 7:00 pm.

3.  Please plan on waiting at the site for testing.  We will conduct the tests as efficiently as possible. 

4.  A Unit Leader must remain on site until all of the Unit’s youth and adults listed on the roster are tested.  If a Unit member arrives after the Unit Leader has left the site, that individual will not be tested.  Make sure everyone arrives at a planned time.

5.  It is suggested that those individuals to be tested wear their swim suit to the site and bring clothes to change into after the test.  This will keep everyone on time.

6.  No street clothes will be allowed in the pool.  All participants must wear a swim suit.  Swim wear must be modest.  Participants not appropriately attired may be refused testing.
Males: Tight fitting swim briefs or swim bottoms short enough to allow for exposure are not allowed.  No speedo type suits.
	Females: No bikinis.  Modest tankinis or one-piece swimsuits are appropriate.
Everyone must have a towel; No personal equipment is supplied by the Staff.  

7.  Only the Leader responsible for the group will Check-In at the table in the School Hallway at the Athletic Entrance.  

8.  No members of any Unit shall enter the Locker/Shower Room until advised by Staff to do so.  Individuals to be tested will be admitted to the Pool area via the Locker/Shower Room.  Units will be admitted as space is available and after all paperwork and instructions are completed; until such time the Unit should wait in the Pool Balcony.  Do not go outside or leave the site, we will not go looking for you to admit you to the Pool.  Parents and individuals who are not to be tested will not be allowed on the Pool Deck or in the Locker/Shower Room and may wait in the Pool Balcony.

9.  Note, it takes approximately 5 minutes per Scout to administer the test and we will be trying to test 4 Scouts every 5 minutes.  The registration system is designed to allow for the testing of 64 individuals over the span of 1½ hours.  Please plan to arrive early to ensure your Unit or you will be able to be tested; otherwise you may not be tested and will have to re-register. (There is no carry-over of those Units or individuals who cannot be tested during a session due to the Unit’s tardiness)  WE WILL NOT CONTINUE TESTS UNTIL ALL WHO ARE PRESENT ARE TESTED DUE TO UNIT TARDINESS.  Example:  A Unit shows up at 8:15 with 20 individuals to be tested.  First, if we can get the paperwork processed before 8:30, we get 10 individuals tested by 8:30; the other 10 individuals will not be tested and must re-register.  We have an agreement with the school as to closing times.

10.  The privacy of the Youth and Adults will be protected at all times.  No Adults, including Unit Leaders, will be allowed to enter the locker/shower room until the youth are out.  Adults should call into Locker/Shower room to make sure it is empty before entering.  Adult Staff will only enter the changing or showering areas when occupied by youth to the extent that health and safety require and will announce their presence prior to entering.  

11.  Units will be admitted to the Pool Area on a “First Come-First Serve” basis on the day for which they are registered.  If a Unit is called and is not ready, it will be passed over for another Unit that is ready.  

12.  The required number of Leaders/Parents per Youth Protection must be maintained on site during the testing process.  Pool Staff is NOT considered part of the required adult leadership for any Scout Unit.  

13.  The Unit must bring two (2) copies of the BSA Swim Classification Record, completed with the names of all individuals to take the test.  (Please print; names must be legible.  We reserve the right to have new Classification Records produced if they are non-legible) At the bottom of the form please insert the name of the Camp attending and the dates.  The form can be found on the registration page.  At the conclusion of the test, the test results and certification will be performed by Corps 5 and one (1) copy given to the Unit Leader.  Corps 5 will keep one copy of the test and will forward a copy to the Camp listed.

14.  All individuals to be tested must have a completed, signed and current BSA Annual Health and Medical Record Parts A and B dated within 30 days of the test.  Individuals without this form will not be tested.  We will review the forms but will not take or keep them.

15.  Testing will be cancelled if the School is closed.  While we will try to notify participants of cancelations via Email only, we apologize as these closures are usually out of our control and we may not have sufficient time to notify participants of the closure.  If circumstances indicate that the school may be closed, please check the school website. 

15.   Above all else, please remember that everyone working to provide these tests is a volunteer and is trying to help you through this part of the Camp process as best as possible. 



The following Pool Rules apply and will be enforced during the test:
· All participants must shower, in swimsuit, before entering pool
· No running, pushing or horseplay on pool deck or in the pool
· Swearing or abusive language is NOT to be used
· No goggles that cover the nose; no scuba style googles; No other Swim Devices
· All participants must wear a modest style swimsuit  
· Corps 5 does not provide any personal equipment or towels
· No food, except water bottles, allowed on the pool deck
· Do not touch or play with any equipment around the pool 
· The privacy of the Youth and Adults will be protected at all times.  Adult Staff will enter the changing or showering areas when occupied by youth only to the extent that health and safety require and will announce their presence prior to entering.  Parents and siblings are NOT allowed in the changing/shower areas for any reason
· When the participants are in the locker room, on the pool deck or in the pool, they will be under the supervision and control of the Corps 5 Staff; Parents/Leaders are expected to maintain supervision and control of the participants and siblings in the other areas around the pool.
· The required number of Leaders must be maintained during the entire testing process for its Unit.  Pool Staff is NOT considered part of the required adult leadership for any Scout Unit 
· Restrooms for non-participants are provided in the School Entrance Hallway only
· Any Participant violating these rules or the policies of the Boy Scouts of American may be removed from the testing process
