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Leader’s Guide to PreCamp Swim Tests Site Procedures

Testing is on a First Come, First Ready, First Serve Basis.  Units will move into Testing Rotation when all members to be tested are present.  Leaders, please inform the registration desk when all members to be tested are present.  All testing ENDS at 8:30 pm, even if all present are not tested.  Please download and read the “Instruction” file for full details.  Below is a brief description of what to expect at the site on test day.
1.  Check-in.  Only the Leader of the Unit checks-in.  Have ready: 2 copies of Swim Classification Form with names inserted (must be legible); Current Med Form Parts A and B for all to be tested.  If we cannot read the names, you will be asked to prepare a new form.  We will verify a Med Form for each individual to be tested.  Participants without a Med Form WILL NOT BE TESTED.  Med Forms will be kept with the Unit Leader.
2.  Waiting Area - Unit Members.  Unit Members go directly to pool balcony and sit in the 2 sections labeled “Waiting.”
3.  Test Instruction. When directed by Corps 5 Staff, unit members will move to “Instruction” area in balcony.  After you receive instructions regarding the test, you will be directed by staff to move to Locker Rooms and Pool Deck.
4.  Locker Rooms.  Adults must wait both when entering from hall and from Pool to ensure that there are NO YOUTH in the Locker Room.  Call into Room to verify before entering.
5.  Pool Deck.  Follow directions of Pool Staff when enter Pool Deck.
6.  Swimmer Classification.  Each person tested will receive a colored stick after they complete the test.  The stick will be turned into the Staff Person at the table who will record the person’s test results.  After the stick is turned in, the person is to leave the Pool Deck via the Locker Room.
7.  Classification Sheet.  After the Swim Test Classification Sheet is completed and processed on site by Corps 5, 1 copy will be given to the Unit Leader.  If Unit has listed the Camp they will be attending is in Michigan, a copy of the Test Classification Sheet will also be emailed to the Camp.
8.  Leaving Site – Unit Members.  It is not required that Unit Members remain on site after the test; we only need the Unit Leader to remain to complete the process.  Leaders, do not leave the site without obtaining a completed Swim Test Classification Sheet.
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
