Station  1 ROPE RESCUE / KNOT TYING 

Each patrol must select a victim who has fallen through the ice. The rest of the patrol will tie a 
bowline in the end of a length of rope and throw it to the victim, 25’ away. The victim must catch the 
rope and slip it under his shoulders. The rest of the patrol will pull him ashore. This is a timed event. 
Rescue rope provided.  

Each patrol will be asked to tie different knots, each knot will be tied by a different scout.  

Station 2 FIRST AID 

Each patrol will be asked to demonstrate First Aid on a victim. Scouts will learn nature of injuries to 
treat. The patrol will make a stretcher, then place a scout on it and carry it around an obstacle 
course and back to the starting line. This will be a timed event. 

Station 3 WOOD SAWING/SPLITTING  

Station 4 FIRE BUILDING/HOT CHOCOLATE MAKING 

Station 5 SHELTER BUILDING/BLINDFOLD TENT SETUP 

Using simple materials such as a tarp, rope, and spars, Scouts must build a shelter large enough for 
the patrol. The Scouts are assessed on time and the quality of the shelter, such as amount of 
protection, protection from wind, and sturdiness.
