Horde Team Building Activities 
Each participant will be put in a Horde designated by color.   Up to 12 Hordes with up to 12 people.  
Horde Size will be as even as possible, but unit members will end up in different Hordes.  Each Viking 
will have a strip of colored cloth that each horde member will sign.   At each event a new Horde 
member will take the lead.   The leader will have his strip marked with a special leader’s mark.  Each 
activity will help build your Horde members into true Vikings.   A First, Second, and Third place mug 
will be issued to the Top Horde for each event the leader of that event will receive the Mug.  At the 
end of the Horde events the Horde will elect a leader to keep the Horde flag.
