
Registering as a Combined Unit 
 
In some cases, chartering organizations, specifically Scout BSA units may have both a B & G Troop.  
In the past you would have had to register each unit separately, but with Black Pug you may now 
register as a Combined unit.  To do so, please follow the steps: 
 

1. As a reminder only the Scoutmaster or the Committee Chair are designated within 
Black Pug to be able access unit’s roster.  If your unit has a dedicated individual who is 
more than happy to conquer the summer camp registration process, then either the 
Scoutmaster or the Committee Chair must send an email to: 
gsrsupport@nhscouting.org to make the request.  In the request be sure to include the 
following: 
 

a. Name of the person who is allowed to have access to your roster 
b. Email address of the individual 

 
Note the individual must be given access to both units. 

 
2. Follow steps 1 through 4 in the GSR’s How To Register Guide. 

 
3. Once you have completed the above steps your screen should look as follows, click on

4. Once in the individual record, click on ‘Select Unit”: 
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Once you click on “Select Unit” you will see the following screen.  If you are a Daniel Webster 
Council Unit you will click on “Next” as shown below: 
 

 
 
Units that are not a Daniel Webster Council Unit will only be able to use this functionality if 
your Council uses Black Pug.
