Fees: The cost for this event is $20 per Scout BSA/Arrow of Light (if participating in Klondike Derby), $10 Cub Scout (Gold Nugget Derby) if paid & registered by January 25, 2024. The fee includes patches, unit awards and hot drinks. Payments will not be accepted at registration.

Facilities:
 Two outside restrooms will be provided.  Please do not go into the clubhouse for restrooms
 One large community bonfire on the pavilion grounds. We will try to have wood available for mayors to have individual fires at the stations -but this is not guaranteed.
 Please carry a trash bag and follow Leave No Trace etiquette. There is a dumpster for trash near the clubhouse parking area.


Safety: The road between the two sides of the event stations is a public road. Please use extreme caution when crossing, even though we will have caution signs posted.
The pond is off limits. The ice thickness is unknown, and we don’t want to have any wet scouts. No flammable liquids are to be used for any events.
Knives used by scouts must follow BSA rules of folding knives that fit in the palm of your hand.

Trash bag (leave no trace)
Each scout and leader brings their own mug!!
Proper boots and attire for the weather is a must! No sneakers Extra gloves and socks
Safety Glasses
6 pieces of 1/4 " Rope 10-12' in length for tying knots and lashings Small item with patrol name on it for Geocache
