Scout Day at the New Mexico Legislature is for all Scouting America programs to
experience the legislative session in action. Scouts of all ages are encouraged to come and
spend the day at the New Mexico Legislature.

Who

All programs are welcome to attend: Scouts BSA, Venturing, Exploring, Sea Scouts,
and Cub Scouts.

*Cub Scouts must be accompanied by their parent or legal guardian.
Registration & Fee

All adults and youth must register with the Conquistador Council. This helps us
coordinate with all participants, set up tours, and determine who will be sitting on
the floor.

The event is FREE unless you want to stay Sunday night at Bishops Ridge Camp
Stoney (see Accommodations).

Uniform

All Scouts must be in Field Uniform (Class A) or their program's uniform. Wear a
Black long-sleeved undershirt for warmth. Dress your best to impress.

*It is better not to bring coats into the round house. There is nowhere to store
them. Backpacks are not needed. If you need to have a personal bag, it
should be small.

Itinerary
8:00 AM Meet at the West door of the Round House. We will take a group photo.
8:30 AM-11:00 AM Tour Round House and Meet Senators and Representatives.

11:00 AM-2:00 PM Attend Session. Scouts will have the opportunity to sitin the
Rostrum (on the floor). This is limited to a smallnumber of participants. Anyone who
is not on the Rostrum will be able to sitin the Guest Gallery.

*Tentative- after the group photo, everything is tentative due to being on the
schedule of the Legislature.
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Lunch & Snacks
Participants are all on their own for lunch. Because there is nowhere big enough or
close to the round house, units are on their own for lunch.
It's encouraged to bring small, quick shacks forthe morning. Remember, these can
not be eaten on the floor of the legislature orin the guest gallery.

Sunday Accommodations
We have secured the A-frame lodges at Bishops Ridge Camp Stoney, just outside of
Santa Fe. Each A-frame sleeps 14 people, and each has its own bathroom. We will
follow the Guide to Safe Scouting rules foraccommodations.
