Conclave activities as | am able.

6. Be personally responsible for breakage, damage, or loss of property.

7. Refrain from smoking as Camp Manatoc is a smoke-free facility.

8. Understand that the use or possession of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs violates the
national policy of the Boy Scouts of America and will not be permitted or tolerated. The
failure to abide by these conditions will result in being sent home from conclave.

9. Observe quiet hours and lights out from 11:30 p.m. to 7:30 a.m.

10. Understand that only authorized vehicles may be used on camp property.
