2026 will be the 22nd National Jamboree.  1937 was 
the first held in Washington DC.   Jamborees have 
been postponed under three circumstances; the 
1935 Polio Epidemic, World War 2, and the Covid-19 
pandemic.

What does it cost?   
The Great Trail Councils fee is $2500 which includes 
the Jamboree fee, bus transportation, equipment, 
and swag (t-shirts, GTC patch set….).  Payment can 
be lump sum or partial payments on a set schedule.  
There are 7 payments totaling $2500.00. 

Deposit - $350.00.00 Due by 5-29-2025 
Payment 1 - $150.00 Due by 6-30-2025 
Payment 2 - $400.00 Due by 8-1-2025 
Payment 3 - $400.00 Due by 10-1-2025 
Payment 4 - $400.00 Due by 12-1-2025 
Payment 5 - $400.00 Due by 2-1-2026 
Payment 6 - $400.00 Due by 4-1-2026 

What are the requirements to go?   
The Jamboree is open to all qualified youth on a first-
come, first-served basis.  

- Youth must be at least 12 years old to attend and 
be registered under a Scout Troop. . 

- Youth must be at least 14 years old to attend and 
be registered under a Venture Crew.
