We recommend visiting Pilcher Park in Joliet on
the day they host their annual pancake breakfast/
tree taping/syrup making classes as they tap
maple trees to demonstrate syrup making, 
you must register in advance for demonstrations.

I have talked with Cook County Forest Preserves
and explained that we don’t know when or how
many scouts might arrive at any given time.
Their request is not to overwhelm the visitors
centers so please visit the interior one den or
patrol at a time unless your Pack or Troop
has less than 20 people total.  When hiking the nature trails outside of centers,
you can proceed as a group. You may visit nature 
centers any time your den wishes.
