Anawanna Trails District Pinewood Derby Car Rules 2026


According to the Scouting America’s Cub Scout Leader How-To-Book the general rules are as follows:
All cars must pass the following inspection to qualify for the race:

1. Width shall not exceed 2-3/4 inches.
2. Length shall not exceed 7 inches.
3. Weight shall not exceed 5 ounces.
4. Axles, wheels, and body shall be from the materials in the Official BSA Pinewood Derby car kit.  Additional Official BSA wheels can be purchased separately.
5. Wheel bearings, washers, and bushings are prohibited.
6. No lubricating oil may be used.  Axles may be lubricated with powdered graphite only.
7. The car shall not ride on any kind of spring.
8. The car must be free-wheeling with no starting devices.
9. No loose materials of any kind are allowed in the car.
In addition: 
· Wheels and axles must be attached using original axle grooves on block.  
· Wheel tread only may be sanded smooth to remove imperfections. 
· The wheels must remain flat, no beveling or rounding of the wheels is permitted.  
· Axles may be polished but nail head may not be removed.  
· The original 1-3/4 dimension of wood must be maintained between wheels so they fit over guide strip of track.  
· The car must have 3/8 inch clearance underneath to fit over the guide strip of track.  
· No part of the car may extend beyond starting peg and the car must have at least ¼ inch even surface on nose of car to contact the starting peg.  
· No wet paint, sharp or abrasive objects attached, fragile parts, propellants, electronics, or lights.  
· No use of live ammunition of any kind as decorations/weight on any car 
· All cars decorated with glitter must be clear coated over to prevent from glitter being on the track and within the racing area.
· All racing vehicles must be designed and constructed during the school year in which they are racing. No vehicles can be reused from parents, siblings, or prior racing events (except current year unit Pinewood Derby races).   
Cub and parent must submit car for inspection at race registration prior to race start time. Please expect the races to start promptly according to the published schedule. After inspection only race officials and Cub may touch cars.  Cars may not be altered between races.  Repairs may be made to reattach wheels or weights by Cub and parent in pit area, to be limited to 5 minutes.  Cars not meeting specifications will be disqualified.  

Race Official’s decision is final.
1st, 2nd, 3rd place finishers from each rank, from each Pack are eligible to race at the District Pinewood Derby.  

1st, 2nd, 3rd place finishers from each rank at the District Pinewood Derby will race to determine 1st, 2nd, 3rd place overall winners.

Winners of 1st, 2nd, 3rd, place in the rank races and in the overall championship race will receive trophies.  Car to finish the championship race with slowest time will be awarded the Turtle trophy.
