What This Event Is
The Cub Paddle Adventure is a fun, safe introduction to canoeing for older Cub Scouts. During the 2-hour session, your Cub will rotate through four stations designed for them to complete the Webelos Paddle Onward Adventure or Arrow of Light Paddle Craft Adventure. The program is run by trained district volunteers following Safety Afloat guidelines.

Please note: Swimming will not be offered at this event, regardless of swimmer status. 

Swim Test Requirement
All youth and adult participants must pass the Swimmer classification test prior to the event (there will be no opportunity to complete the swim test at the event).

Parent Participation
Parents may paddle with their Cub if:
· They registered for the event
· They pass the Swimmer test
· They wear a life jacket
· They follow all staff instructions

Please note: Parents who do not register and pass the swim test may watch from shore. Parents observing from shore are responsible for ensuring siblings who are not registered participants are supervised and remain on shore.

What to Bring
· Annual Health & Medical Record (AHMR) Parts A & B
· Closed-toe shoes that can get wet
· Towel
· Water bottle
· Sunscreen
· Hat (optional)
· Change of clothes (recommended)
· Snack or sack lunch if desired (lunch will not be provided)

Safety Expectations
· Life jackets must be worn at all times on the water
· Cubs must stay with their buddy
· Parents must follow staff instructions
· No swimming outside designated areas
· No running near the waterfront

Schedule (2-Hour Total Event)
Your Cub will complete all four stations during the 2-hour session:
1. Safety Afloat and Paddle Perfect
2. Float with Confidence
3. Launch and Depart
4. Canoe Resilience
Total time: 2 hours

Arrival & Parking
· Arrive 30 minutes early
· Follow signs to the waterfront
· Check in with district staff
· Bring AHMR A/B forms

Weather Plan
If thunder or lightning occurs, all activity pauses for 30 minutes after the last thunder. If the weather does not clear, the session may be rescheduled.
