Rappelling

• Trevor Rees-Jones Scout Camp’s 
climbing tower has four levels of 
climbing – 12’, 24’, 36’, and 48’.

• Two levels of rappelling - 36’ and 
48’.

• The tower is designed to challenge 
both the beginner and the more 
experienced climber with its 
different challenges and levels.

• Also located in the climbing area 
is a bouldering wall which is a 
horizontal climb that challenges the 
Scouts' climbing technique and 
endurance.

First Year Camper 
(FYC)

Horsemanship
• In additional to our Horsemanship and 

Veterinary Medicine classes we are 
offering a new program!

• Horse Overnighter/Cavalcade: We are 
bringing back a Scout favorite! Each 
Tuesday and Thursday night at 5:00 p.m. 
there will be an overnight horse cavalcade. 
Space is extremely limited to 7 Scouts a 
night so units can sign up ONE Scout on a 
first come first serve basis. We recommend 
the unit nominate an honor camper that 
displays Scout spirit and is living up to the 
Scout Oath and Law! The Scouts will meet 
at the Upper Corral, load up, and hit the trail 
via horseback. The Scouts will have a 
campfire meal that evening that they will 
prepare, learn to take care of their horse, 
and most importantly have a ton of FUN!!
