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General Information

Age Appropriate: Classes at Tidewater University are separated into different departments to identify program and age

Prerequisites are listed on the Class
Schedules and the Class Catalogs. If none are listed, there are no prerequisites. If the prerequisites are not completed in advance,
participating in the class is at the discretion of the instructor.

Merit Badge & Certifications: Some classes, such as merit badges and first aid certifications, have standardized requirements.
Participants must fully participate in those classes and complete all requirements as written. The instructors do not have the ability
