[bookmark: _7d6h4ceuftwf]All medications must be in the original pharmacy containers with the prescription on the container. Inhalers and epinephrine auto-injectors used for emergency conditions may be carried by the Scout or their parent and MUST be communicated with the Camp Medic. Any injections that need to be given at camp must be administered by the Camp Medic with written permission from the parent/guardian. Inhalers should be self-administered. Make sure all medications are current and have not expired. Medications will be kept in a lockable container that the Camp Medic will have access to.

[bookmark: _1qijrjcl0nw1]Camp Rules											

Camp rules follow the Scout Law and common sense. Here are the details: 
1. No Scout is allowed to leave camp after check-in without a release from the camp leader. Scouts must be accompanied by an authorized adult while out of camp and must sign out at headquarters before departing. Scouts leaving early must be released to authorized persons only. 
2. Adults not camping overnight MUST check-out at headquarters before leaving camp. If there is an emergency we need to know where you are.
3. Do not cut or climb trees.
4. Participants must stay out of other campsites unless invited.
5. No fires are to be lit at the campsite.
6. No open flames of any kind in tents.
7. No personal firearms allowed.
8. Knife Policy: The Guide to Safe Scouting does not outright ban fixed-blade knives but discourages large sheath knives as unnecessary for most activities and potentially heavy or awkward. The official Scouting America policy emphasizes choosing the right tool for the job, with local councils and units having the discretion to set their own knife policies, including restrictions on fixed-blade knives. 
9. No intoxicating beverages or illegal drugs are allowed on Scout property.
10. Please leave your campsite and latrine area better than you found it.
11. Hand tools must be used with adult supervision. Power tools may be used by qualified adults only.
12. No pets allowed in camp at any time aside from service animals.
 
You are responsible for the behavior of your group and must provide adequate supervision. The Buddy System should be used at all times.

· Be appropriate to all the audience (all ages!)
· Display the standards and values that the Scouting America organization strives to achieve
 
Avoid songs, skits, and jokes that:
· Name call, put-down, or haze
· Refer to undergarments, nudity, or bodily functions
· Cross-gender impersonate
· Are derogatory or stereotype ethnic or cultural backgrounds, economic situations, or disabilities
· Are sensitive to social issues such as alcohol, drugs, gangs, guns, suicide, etc.
· Are wasteful, ill-mannered, or improperly use food or water
· Are inside jokes that exclude others that are present
· Culturally exclude – emphasis on the culture or faith of part of the group while ignoring the rest of the group
· Change the lyrics to patriotic songs, hymns, or other spiritual songs

DIRECTIONS TO CAMP THUNDERBIRD:
From Tacoma:
Take 1-5 South toward Olympia/Portland. At Exit 104, head right on the ramp for US-101 North toward Aberdeen/Port Angeles In 6 miles, keep left to get on State Highway 8 toward Aberdeen/Montesano. In 4.7 miles, turn right on Summit Lake Rd NW. Go approximately 2 miles, you will see a sign with an arrow that says Camp Thunderbird, continue on Summit Lake Rd NW. DO NOT TURN AT THE SIGN. Camp Thunderbird will be on the right in a couple turns.

From Olympia:
Take the US Hwy 101 North exit. Take Hwy 8 West toward Aberdeen & Ocean Beaches. About 2 miles past the 76 station, turn right on Summit Lake Rd NW. Go approximately 2 miles, you will see a sign with an arrow that says Camp Thunderbird, continue on Summit Lake Rd NW. DO NOT TURN AT THE SIGN.
