Patrol Guide
Your job as a patrol guide is to assist and guide Webelos and AOL Patrols throughout the day. You will help with the Scout Spirit of each patrol.

Requirements met:
Webelos – Let’s Camp 
#2 – Upon arrival at the campground, determine where to set up a tent.
#3 – Set up a tent without help from an adult.

AOL – Outdoor Adventures
#4 – Locate campsite on the map

Supply List – The Council will provide, Troop will come up with game(s) and bring materials for it, if any are needed.
· Sign with Pack #(s) on it
· Patrol flag
· Rotation schedule 
· Pen
· Songbook 
· Map Camp Thunderbird – 1 for each buddy pair or trio
· Pencils
· Clipboards/something hard for Scouts to write on
· Get-to-know-you game or other games to pass the time

Before the Check-in on Saturday at 9 AM:: 
1. You will receive your Patrol assignment
2. Make sure you have all of your supplies
3. Know your Pack’s assigned campsite. 
4. Be familiar with the Camp Thunderbird map.  
5. Get a wheelbarrow for gear near the Trading Post

During Check-in:
1. Patrol Guide will line up on the path in front of Hazel Divine Shelter (the pavilion) with the sign with a pack number on it.
2. Assist packs with placing any gear they cannot carry in the wheelbarrow. 
3. Split the pack into Webelos and AOL Scouts. Once they are split, have them choose a buddy, there can be a trio, if needed.
For AOL Scouts:
1. Hand out a map and a pencil to each buddy pair or trio of AOL Scouts.  
2. Tell AOL Scouts that they will be locating their campsite and other important places on the map.   
3. Ask AOL Scouts to locate their campsite. Have them circle it. Have them lead the way to the campsite.Help with direction, if needed.
4. On the way to the campsite, point out where the porta-potties are.
5. Either along the way or at the campsite, or after tents are assembled and gear stowed, have them locate and put a square around: 

e. The parade field
e. The dining hall
e. Chapel
e. Campfire bowl
e. Hohl Shelter
e. Paul Bunyan Shelter

For Webelos (rank specific, but all Scouts should get instruction):
1. Once you get to the campsite unload wheelbarrows and put gear in a central location. Have parent buddies return the wheelbarrows to the Trading Post.
2. Now  instruct all Scouts on how to determine where to set up a tent.
b. Is there a designated tent site? If yes, then set up your tent there. Easy!
b. If no, do the following:
2. Look for a site that is flat or almost flat
2. Look for a site that has a softer surface than just flat dirt such as grass
2. Look to see if site is on a natural drainage area, on a trail or path
2. Look to make sure there are no dead tree limbs or tree limbs overhead that might fall in a storm.
2. Look to see if there are small bushes or plants. Do your best to make as small an impact on nature as possible
3. Have all Scouts determine a good place to set up a tent.
4. Have them move aside any rocks, pinecones, or sticks that would be uncomfortable to sleep on.
5. Have them set up their tent with help from other Scouts. Webelos and Arrow of Light Scouts will need to set up their tent unassisted by adults to meet adventure requirements. They can get help from fellow Webelos or Arrow Light Scouts or the Patrol Guides.
6. Tents will need to share tent stakes to accommodate the number of people that will be at camp. (Jamboree tenting)
7. Once tents are up, have them put their gear in their tent. Remind them to be sure to remove shoes when possible to keep the dirt outside the tent.
8. Have parents set up their tents if they are not sharing a tent with a Scout.

After the campsite is set up, initial each Scouts’ passport, and assemble at the parade field by their patrol flags. Our opening flag ceremony is at 9:15 AM. 

We will break into our activity session after the flag ceremony. 

If there is time at the parade: Come up with a patrol yell/cheer. Play a get to know you game or other game that keeps them contained by their patrol flag. Please make sure your Pack is prompt and ready so you do not miss out on the fun! 

On Sunday after closing flag: Make sure campsite it clean before letting Packs proceed to check-out
