General Information
The Northern Light District is thrilled to host the 2025 Day Hike held at Indian Lake County Park 8183 WI- 19 Cross Plains, WI. We are excited to bring you a great program for the scouts. Please carefully read through this Guide to be sure that we have covered all the details for this year’s event. If there are any questions, please contact any of the contacts listed below. We also ask that you be sure to cover as much of the Hike details with your scouts and adult leaders before the event. Please be sure to register no later than May 5th to make sure that you get an event patch. We need as accurate a count as possible so that we can prepare in advance for your arrival.
 As with all Scouting America activities, we request that you follow the principles of Leave No Trace:
1. PLAN AHEAD AND PREPARE
2. TRAVEL ON DURABLE SURFACES
3. PACK IT IN, PACK IT OUT
4. LEAVE WHAT YOU FIND
5. RESPECT WILDLIFE
6. RESPECT OTHERS
All Hikes are an out and back The Camp Staff have chosen to govern this event by three simple rules: the Scout Oath, the Scout Law, and the Outdoor Code. We will also insist that all participants live within the Guidelines of Safe Scouting (http://www.scouting.org/scoutsource/HealthandSafety/GSS/toc.aspx). The Hike Chair will deal with all issues surrounding violations and deal with them on a case-by-case basis. This event’s staff are volunteers who have put in extra time to plan what we hope is a quality event. All participants are required to respect each other.

UNIFORMS
Your Field uniform (Class A is preferred) but Activity Uniform (t-shirt with pack logo) is acceptable. Depending on the weather, rain gear may also be needed.

DRUGS AND ALCOHOL
Drugs and alcoholic beverages are not permitted at the event. Standard rules from the Guide to Safe Scouting applies with respect to prescription medications.

FIREARMS
Use of or possession of any prohibited items will result in immediate dismissal from the event and may result in a call to law enforcement.
ADVANCEMENT
Each Cub scout will have the opportunity to work on requirements to earn an Adventure Loop for their Rank advancement. Scouts BSA can work on their requirements for rank advancement. There will be requirements for Tenderfoot, Second Class, and First class.  The 5 mile Hike will cover 2nd class 3a,b,c.  There is also an opportunity to learn Leave No Trace Principles.

Fees
The Cost for this event is 10.00 which includes a participation patch and and snack.

Check- In
Check-in will begin at 10:00 AM at the Main shelter. Each participant is required to check in when arriving to the hike.  Please have ready health forms for each participant (youth and adult) and Youth Protection Training certificate for each adult. These forms will not be returned.
What to Bring
A successful camp begins with having the right equipment. For our Hike , please dress appropriately for the weather. 
Proper clothing for May in Wisconsin can vary from day to day, hour to hour. Please wear layers so that you can adapt to changing weather. 
In addition to proper clothing, scouts should bring the following:
As the hike may lead into lunch time, please bring a sack lunch for each participant.
Lions: Scout Book, 6 essentials: First aid Kit, Water Bottle, Flashlight, Trail Food, Sun Protection, and whistle; a pen or pencil and paper to write on
Tigers: Scout Book, 6 essentials: First aid Kit, Water Bottle, Flashlight, Trail Food, Sun Protection, and whistle; a pen or pencil and paper to write on
Wolf: Scout Book, 6 essentials: First aid Kit, Water Bottle, Flashlight, Trail Food, Sun Protection, and whistle; a pen or pencil and paper to write on
Bears: Scout Book, 6 essentials: First aid Kit, Water Bottle, Flashlight, Trail Food, Sun Protection, and whistle, Small Pocket Knife, a pen or pencil, and something to write on
Webelos: Scout Book,: Pocket Knife, Rain Gear, Trail Food, Flashlight, , First Aid Kit, Sun Protection, Compass, , Water Bottle, a pen or pencil and something to write on
Arrow Of Lights: Scout Book,: Pocket Knife, Rain Gear, Trail Food, Flashlight, , First Aid Kit, Sun Protection, Compass, , Water Bottle, a pen or pencil and something to write on

Scouts BSA: Scout Handbook, compass, pocket knife with totin’ chip, personal first aid kit, day pack, water bottle or camelback, rain gear, sun protection, flashlight, a pen or pencil and something to write on
