Camping with Bigfoot is a chance to relax and enjoy Ed Bryant Scout Reservation. The focus of the camp is to have fun with your family and Cub Scout’s friends rather than specific Cub Scout Adventure requirements. For the most part the various program areas will be open for participants to visit and try the activities at your own pace. Due to requirements for safety and participation limits there will be some activities that will require participants to sign up for a time slot when they arrive at camp. Some activities may only be offered at specific times. More information will be given to registered participants before arriving at camp and at the Leader/Parent meeting on Day 1. 
Health & Safety Requirements
All participants (youth and adults) must provide Scouting America Health Form Parts A & B. Proof of Safeguarding Youth Training is required for all adults attending camp.
Check-in Procedures
Your Pack or group will be greeted in the parking lot by our enthusiastic Camp Staff! They will conduct a Health Screening and give the screening form to the unit leader. Staff will distribute wristbands to youth and adults. To help us ensure a safe environment, campers are provided with a wrist band to wear in camp. Your group will be assigned to a campsite and escorted to your campsite.
Aquatics 
Swim checks are required for all Scouts participating in waterfront activities in the Beginner or Swimmer area of the swim beach. There will be water activities in the Non-swimmer area for those the do not take the Swim test. There will be opportunity for Cub Scout and AOL to work on aquatics related Adventures. 
Meals
Meals are provided beginning with dinner on Day 1 and concluding dinner on Day 2 departure day. A grab and go breakfast will be available for those camping overnight on the second day.  If you have dietary restrictions, please be sure to include them when you register for the event. 
Leadership Requirements
This event is open Cub Packs Lions thru AOL and to individual Cub Scout families (all children attending must be Cub Scout age, 5-11). Packs must provide a minimum of two registered adult leaders and maintain a ratio of 1 adult per 4 Scouts. 
Lions and Tigers must attend with their adult partner.
Siblings may attend with a parent. Packs with siblings attending must maintain leadership ratios.

Buddy System
The buddy system is to be used at all times while on camp property. Please review the buddy system guidelines with your Troop before attending camp. With the nature of open programming, special attention needs to be paid to ensure a l Scouts are prepared!
Wi-Fi and Internet
If adult leader needs wi-fi we may provide access on a limited basis. Reach out to the camp director or camp commissioner if needed.
Departures from Camp other than program scheduled check out
All Scouts and Adults are reminded they must sign out and back in each time they leave and return to camp. Sign In / Out using the Check In / Check Out Log Book, located in the Camp Office. ANY Scout leaving camp must be signed out at the office and that individual MUST be indicated as "approved" to take that Scout out of camp in Part A of the Health Form. Anyone not listed in Part A as "approved" will not be able to take that Scout out of camp without parental consent. No exceptions will be made.
Bicycles and Service Animals
Bicycles are not permitted as a means of regular transportation around camp. No pets are a lowed at camp, with the exception of service animals.
National Accreditation
The Glacier’s Edge Council Cub Scout Summer Camp at Ed Bryant Scout Reservation is a Nationally Accredited Camp.
