WHO CAN ATTEND:  
• Scouts that will be 5 years of age / entering Kindergarten in the fall (Lion) through 11 years of 
age and entering 5th grade (Arrow of Light).   

• Adults volunteering: We strongly encourage adults to find day care for their younger children. 
If this is not possible, please include them as a Tag-along on your Pack registration and include 
BSA Health forms for each child.  

• Please be aware that Day Camp is a Cub Scout activity, and some Tag-a-longs may not have 
the abilities to participate in some stations as they are created for scouts 6-11 years old. 
Tag-a-longs, Lions, and Tigers must stay with parent or guardian. 
 

COST:  
Before April 27th: ​ Cub Scouts Lions or older - $125 fee  

Tag-a-longs - $50 fee  
 

After April 27th: ​ Cub Scout Lions or older - $150 fee 
Last Day to register ​ Tag-a-longs - $75 fee 
      is May 21st   
 

Cost includes program materials, t-shirt, and a patch. 
Registrations received after April 24th are not guaranteed a shirt. 
Adults may purchase a shirt for $25.  
 

*Discounts are given for adults who volunteer all days.  A $25/child discount will be applied at the office.

Do not chop or 
break trees, pull up plants, dig holes, 
set traps etc.  

•​Respect buildings and items at 
camp. No climbing on the fences or 
using facilities in ways they should 
not be used.
