
FEC Wood Badge 2025 Personal Equipment List 
 
Your personal equipment needs include: 

 Full Scouting America Field Uniform for your current position/program. This includes 
official Scouting Socks and any official Scouting belt (see Adult Leader Uniform Sheet) 

 Full Uniform for 5 days – will be worn throughout the day. You may want to bring 
Uniform pants, as the weather may be cold at night.  

 Scouting Activity Uniform (You will receive one course t-shirt, others available for 
purchase) 

 Scouting Hat (You will receive one course hat, others available for purchase) 
 Boots or Shoes – no open toes 
 Canteen or water bottle 
 Bedding (pillow, sleeping bag or sheet/blankets) 
 Raingear (Be Prepared) 
 Jacket or coat (we will be outside in the evening) 
 Toiletries 

o Wash cloth, towel, toothbrush/paste, soap 
 Flashlight with rechargeable batteries or fresh batteries w/replacements. 
 Pen/pencil and note paper (we will provide a Course participant notebook) 
 Tent* (locals please bring, we have few Council owned, others can rent $15/day) 
 Ground cloth*(available for rent $3/day) 
 Sleeping pad*(available for rent $3/day) 

Optional: 

 Camp Chair or pad* (highly recommended – there will be campfires – can rent $2/day) 
 Lantern (there is a walk to accommodations at night)  
 Scout Handbook for your program (reference for ticket items) 
 Medication (if required) 
 Second set of shoes (Be Prepared) 
 Shower footwear (highly recommended) 
 Sunscreen & Insect repellent 
 Religious Book(s) 
 Reading Glasses 
 Camera/Phone 
 Laptop (if you wish to type out your Ticket goals; cannot be used during presentations) 
 Power Bank (very few options for charging devices) 

Do not bring the following: 

 Pocket Knives or open blades of any kind (some are illegal in Japan) 
 Massive amounts of electronic devices or other expensive items (we can store suitcases)
