Instructions for Scouts

1. Select one or two merit badges that you would like to prepare for.

2. Obtain an “Application for Merit Badge” (blue card) form No. 634124 for each merit badge you choose, and fill 
         in the required information.

3. Return the cards to your unit leader for his approval and have him sign the front of the Blue Cards.  Scouts must bring proof of completion of prerequisites in order to get merit badge counselor sign off for each prerequisite.   Where physical proof is not possible, scouts must have a signed letter of completion from their Scoutmaster (Unit Leader).  Simply telling the merit badge counselor they have completed a requirement, is unacceptable.
4. There is a $2.00 fee per scout to cover expenses of the event.  Depending on your unit’s bylaws, the fee will either be paid by yourself or by your unit.

5. Obtain and study the merit badge books.  Complete all of the requirements listed in the prerequisites section of 
          this advancement day packet for the merit badges you have chosen.

6. On Advancement Day, bring your merit badge books, notepad, pen, completed prerequisites, merit badge 
          applications (blue cards), and any additional materials you have prepared.  Counselors will not sign off 
          prerequisite requirements that have not been completed or brought with you on Advancement Day.

7. Wear your scout uniform – clean, buttoned up and neatly tucked in.

8. Hot dogs, candy and soft drinks will be sold during the break.
General Information

· At least one responsible adult representing your unit must be in attendance on Advancement Day.

· The Scout Oath and Law are the conduct guidelines at all scout activities.  If a scout’s behavior becomes 
         disruptive or inappropriate, he will be asked to call his parents and be picked up.  He will not be able to 
         continue with the remaining merit badge sessions for that day.

· There is a $2.00 fee per Scout to cover printing, postage and miscellaneous expense.  Fees are not refundable, but are transferable.

Registration Information

Please try to sign up as a troop, instead of each scout signing up on their own.
· PLEASE KNOW! prior to May 13th, registration is only open to scouts within the Salt River District (SRD).  Starting May 13th, registration will be open for all other scouts.  Please honor this timeline, so the SRD scouts have the first opportunity to register.
· Registration deadline is May 31, 2017.  However, each class has a maximum number of seats (see "Capacity" in the MS Excel Schedule).  Registration will be closed for classes that reach the capacity. 
· Registration is considered received when the entire on-line registration process has been completed.  Please go to the following site in order to register. Please know, separate registrations are needed if you plan on attending both days (the 3rd and 24th).
