Scout Jam – Deposit Phase Registration Instructions


LEADER’S GUIDE
The Leaders Guide with all the information you will need to successfully participate in Scout Jam 2019 has been posted.  Check often as it will be occasionally updated and will be re-posted with the update date.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION:
Registration Note:  Since many of the Scout Jam activities take place at Fox River Park, it is listed as the "address" for the event.  Use the same deposit link if you are camping there or at Camp Crown.
Registration will be in two phases.  The Deposit Phase/ Camping Site Selection Phase is open now and units can reserve a camp site.  The Activity Selection Phase is expected to be opening in June where the Troop can begin finalizing numbers and an individual can select the Activity Blocks they desire (See Leader’s Guide).

Deposit Phase/ Camping Site Selection Phase
Participants will camp at either Camp Crown (Troop Style Camping) or Fox River Park (Jamboree Style Camping).  The participants will camp at either venue as a “Contingent” (like Jamboree) and a Contingent is made up of no more than 20 participants including:
· Scouts
· Adults
· Scout aged guests (aged 11+)
· Webelos

In the Deposit/ Camping Site Selection Phase, the Contingent will initially select and put down a deposit for a minimum of 6 participants and a maximum of 20.  In the Activity Selection phase the Contingent can add participants up to the Contingent maximum of 20.

The Contingent registers and can select an available Campsite at either Camp Crown or Fox River Park.  Per the Leader’s Guide, Camp Crown is traditional “Troop Camping” and Fox River Park is “Jamboree Style” Camping.

Payment in the Deposit Phase/ Camping Site Selection Phase will be a deposit to hold your campsite selection.  The deposit paid will be applied against the costs for the full group of participants added during the “Activity Selection Phase”.

For Camp Crown “Troop Style” camping, please select an available Camp Crown site to fit your needs.  Please note that a Contingent should not select a larger campsite if they will not “fill it up” when they finalize their registration in the “Activity Selection” phase.  The Scout Jam Committee reserves the right to move smaller Contingents to smaller sites if we must to accommodate larger Contingents.

For “Jamboree Style” camping at Fox River Park, select a site.  They will all be 30x30 foot squares and actually assigned upon check-in at Fox River Park.

Initial Contingent Registration to reserve your Camping spot has started, so be sure to take advantage of early bird registration discounts and early campsite selection. The costs will go up the longer you wait plus the desired campsites at Camp Crown (traditional) and Fox River Park (Jamboree-style) will go fast.
