Pocket knife (if you have one)

11.
Compass

Personal toiletry items

13.
Non-aerosol insect repellant

14. A willingness to learn and have fun

Important note: Since Parker has a limited number of Dutch ovens on hand, and you will be learning to cook at least one meal outdoors, please bring along camping cook kits and Dutch ovens if you have access to them from your Troop.
