The Pluckemin Presbyterian Church is located...

150 Yards north of intersection of US 202/206 with Burnt Mills Road and Washington Valley Road.

It is in the Historic District of Pluckemin in southeastern Bedminster Township.

It is also 1/2 North and East of the intersection of Interstates I-78 and I-287.

It is on west side of street, with white buildings and a large parking lot on the south side of the church's land. The Church and Parking Lot are in the middle of the quarter mile of US 202/206 where it is a single lane in each direction.

It is in the Historic district of Pluckemin, with its colonial era buildings and is removed from but not far from the Hills. These are east of the church and not bordering on the church at all. The Hills are where the Continental Army first formed its Artillery Corps in the winter of 1776-77. There are other "old" buildings on the east side of the 202/206 in the narrow quarter mile stretch of the road.

Coming on I-287 from South or I-78 from East or West, Take I-287 North (exit 29 off I-78) to Exit 22A - US 202/206 South. The Church is 3/10 of a mile south on the right from the end of the curved ramp, exit 22A. There is one traffic light in the middle of this leg.

Coming from North on I-287 Southbound, Take exit 22, take immediate jug handle just short distance from end of the curved ramp, after a small bridge onto 202/206 south. Go under I-287 and go a half mile, church is on right after road Narrows to one lane each way.

Or coming from the North on US202 or US206 Southbound. The two roads merge three-quarters of a mile North of I-287. Go under I-287 and go a half mile, church is on right after road Narrows to one lane each way.

There are commercial lunch options available nearby.
